Camp Newark will off er students a place to work on their distance learning* in addition to art, crafts, 
games, indoor/outdoor play while still providing a fun camp environment. Children will play outside as 
much as possible, depending on weather and group interests as a whole.  All participants will be required 
to wear a mask. Children will be grouped based on grade levels. 

Distance Learning*:
Children will work independently on their school work with their NUSD teacher during designated times. 
Campers will need to come prepared with their homework packets and or assignments, including a 
laptop/tablet and headphones. Recreation staff  will not be replacing the role of the parent or teacher 
during this time. Our goal is to provide a structured environment for them to log in, complete their 
assignments, and provide recreational opportunities each day. The City of Newark or the Recreation 
& Community Services Department will not be responsible for any damage or theft of personal items 
including laptops/tablets. Morning and afternoon snacks are provided. During registration, please 
answer if you’d like to “send your child with lunch” or “receive lunch from the NUSD Child Nutrition 
Program at no cost.”

**Because of high demand and limited space… Children must be Newark Residents. Registration will be 
accepted on a fi rst-come, fi rst-serve basis ONLINE at www.newark.org beginning Weds., August 5 at 
8:00am. Proof of residency in the form of current driver’s license or utility bill showing your name and 
Newark address must be emailed to childcare.center@newark.org BY FRIDAY, AUGUST 7 at 12:00pm 
or your child will be withdrawn from the program. PO Box and business addresses will not be accepted. 

If your child qualifi es, you may be eligible for a weekly reduced fee. Space is limited and will be granted 
on a fi rst-come, fi rst-serve basis. The reduced fee is $100/week. Please answer “Yes, my child qualifi es 
for the reduced fee” when registering. You must provide proof of residency as stated above AND proof of 
eligibility in the form of free or reduced lunch program approval lett er from NUSD, food stamps, general 
assistance award lett er, etc. via email to childcare.center@newark.org BY FRIDAY, AUGUST 7 at 12:00pm 
or your child will be withdrawn from the program. You will be notifi ed by the Newark Recreation and 
Community Services Department if your child is granted a reduced fee.

A $200 per session, per child deposit is due at the time of registration via Visa or Mastercard.
